Note 1 - Organisation

The Trust

UBS Universal Trust (Cayman) IIT (the “Trust™), an open-ended umbrella unit trust was created and established by a Master
Trust Deed dated December 2, 2013 under Cayman Islands law, made between Elian Trustee (Cayman) Limited (the “Trustee™)
and UBS Management (Cayman) Limited (the “Manager”).

The Trust is an exempted unit trust under the Trusts Act {as revised) and registered under the Mutual Funds Act {(as revised) of
the Cayman Islands and, accordingly, certain filings have been made in relation to the Trust with the Cayman Islands Monetary
Authority.

The Series Trust
US Dynamic Growth (the “Series Trust™) was established by a Supplemental Trust Deed dated August 26, 2021.

The investment objective of the Series Trust is to invest indirectly mainly in equities and equity related securities of US
companies that are listed or traded on exchenges through investment in a concentrated, actively managed portfolio of
companies with significant long-term growth potential.

Such US companies may be zelected from the MSCI USA Growth Index (the “Index”) or from outside the Index. In addition,
investment may be made in non-US companies, which will be selected from outside the Index, up to a maximum of 10% of net
assets.

It is expected that the Series Trust will seek to achieve its investment objective by investing substantially all of the assets of the
Series Trust into the I US$ Shares, which iz one of the share classes belonging to Class I Shares, of American Century US
Focused Innovation Equity Fund (the “Selected Fund’™). The Selected Fund is a sub-fund of Nomura Funds Ireland plc {the
“Umbrella Fund}.

The Umbrella Fund is an open-ended umbrella investment company with variable capital incorporated with limited liability in
Ireland under the Ireland Companies Acts, 2014 and established as an Undertaking for Collective Investment in Transferable
Securities (“UCITS™) pursuant to the Furopean Communities {(Undertakings for Collective Investment in Transferable
Securities) Regulations, 2011.

Unless previously terminated in accordance with the circumstances set forth in the Master Trust Deed headed the Series Trust
will continue until the Final Repurchase Day. The Final Repurchase Day will be the earlier of 1 December 2163 (150 years
after the date of the Master Trust Deed) and the earliest practicable Repurchase Day following the occurrence of a Compulsory
Repurchase Event.

A Compulsory Repurchase Event will occur if:

[6)] the Net Asset Value on any Valuation Day is USD 3,000,000 or less and, on that Valuation Day or thereafier the
Manager determines all of the Units shall be compulsorily repurchased by giving notice to all Unitholders; or
(i) the Trustee and the Manager agree that all of the Units should be compulsorily repurchased.

Note 2 - Significant Accounting Policies

The financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles in Luxembourg applicable to investment funds and include the following significant accounting policies:

INVESTMENTS

The Administrator will calculate the Net Asset Value as at the Valuation Point on each Valuation Day in accordance with the
Administrative Agency Agreement pursuant to instructions from the Trustee or the Manager based on the principles zet out in
the Trust Deed.

The latest available valuation of the Selected Fund that are made available to the Administrator, as at the Valuation Point on a

Valuation Day, will be used for the purposes of valuing the Selected Fund. WM Rates as at 4.00 p.m. (London time) will be
used for the purposes of valuing assets denominated in non-USD currencies.

Net Asset Values so calculated by the Administrator is:

{a) based upon or by reference to sources, materials and systems on the mark-to-market value of the Selected Fund that the
Administrator believes to be complete, reliable and accurate; and

{(b) prepared az of aparticular Valuation Day and will not therefore reflect subsequent changes in market values or prices or any
other factors relevant to their determination, unless determined otherwize by the Manager.

INVESTMENT TRANSACTIONS AND INVESTMENT INCOME

Investment transactions are accounted for on the trade date. Interest income is recognised on an accrual basis. Dividends are
recorded on the ex-dividend date. Realised gains or losses on security transactions are determined on the basis of the average
cost of securities sold.

CONVERSION OF FOREIGN CURRENCIES

The Series Trust maintains its accounting records in US Dollars (“USD™) and its financial statements are expressed in this
currency. Assets and liabilities expressed in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at applicable exchange rates at
the year-end. Income and expenses in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at appropriate exchange rates ruling at
the date of transaction.

Investment transactions in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at the exchange rate applicable at the transaction
date.

The Series Trust does not izolate the portion of the results of operations resulting from changes in foreign exchenge rates on
investments from the fluctuations arising from changes in market prices of securities held. Such fluctuations are included with
the net realised gain or loss and change in unrealised gain or loss from mvestments.

Currency rate as at March 31, 2025:

1USD = 0.92575 EUR

Note 3 - Fee Agent Fees

The Fee Agent is entitled to receive a fee of 0.12% per annum of the Net Aszet Value (the “Operational Costs Fees”) accrued
on and calculated as at each Valuation Day. The Operational Costs Fees will be payable by the Administrator, on behalf of the
Trustee, out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 4 - Administration Fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive a fee (the “Administrator Fee™) calculated on a tiered asset basis, according to the size
of the Net Aszet Value, as follows; first USD 500 million at 0.07% per annum of the Net Aszet Value, next USD 500 million at
0.06% per annum of the Net Asset Value, balance in excess of USD 1 billion at 0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value,
which are accrued on and calculated as at each Valuation Day (subject to a minimum annual fee of USD 45,000), payable
quarterly in arrears, paid by the Trustee out of the assets of the Series Trust.

The initial Administrator Fee that accrues for the period from (and including) the Initial Closing Day to the last Business Day of
September 2021 was paid to the Administrator on a prorated daily basis based on the Net Asset Values as at the close of
business in Luxembourg on each Valuation Day during such period.

Note 4 - Administration Fees (continued)

For the performance of certain specific administrative tasks, such as the issuance of an audit confirmation letter, the preparation
of semi-annual financial statements or the use of accounting principles other than Luxembourg Generally Accepted Accounting
Principles, the Administrator shall also be entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust remuneration for such services
in such amount as may be agreed between the Administrator and the Trustee. The Administrator will also be entitled to be
reimbursed by the Trustee out of the assets of the Series Trust for all out-of-pocket expenses and disbursements reasonably
incurred by it in the performance of its duties.

Note S - Custody Fees

The Custodian iz entitled to receive afee (the “Custodian Fee”) of 0.025% per annum of the Net Aszet Value accrued on and
calculated as at each Valuation Day, payable quarterly in arrears by the Administrator, on behalf of the Trustee, out of the assets
of the Series Trust, for providing custody services.

The initial Custodian Fee that accrues for the period from (and including) the Initial Closing Day to the last Business Day of
September 2021 was paid to the Custodian on a prorated daily basis based on the Net Asset Values as at the close of business in
Luxembourg on each Valuation Day during such period. The Custodian shall also be reimbursed out of the assets of the Series
Trust for all ancillary fees for all ancillary services (including without limitation the processing of external currency
transactions as notified to the Custodian by the Manager (or its delegate) in accordance with the Series Trust’s investment
objective, policies and restrictions) that may be performed by the Custodian for the account of the Series Trust in such amount
as may be agreed between the Trustee and the Custodian from time to time.

The Custodian is also entitled to receive any other fees agreed between the relevant parties and to be reimbursed out of the
asgets of the Series Trust for all out-of-pocket expenses and disbursements properly incurred by it, including the fees and
expenses of all sub-custodians, in the performance of its duties.

Note 6 - Investment Manager Fees

The Investment Manager is entitled to receive a fee of 0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value accrued on and calculated as at
each Valuation Day and payable quarterly in arrears. The Investment Manager Fees will be paid by the Administrator, on behalf’
of the Trustee, out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 7 - Distribution Fees

Each of the Distributors iz entitled to receive a fee of 0.70% per annum of the Net Asset Value attributable to the US Dollar
Clasgs Units accrued on and calculated as at each Valuation Day multiplied by the fraction of Units in issue for which the
Distributor is Unitholder divided by the total number of US Dollar Class Units in issue, and payable monthly in amrears
(“Distribution Fees™). The Distribution Fees will be payable by the Admimnistrator, on behalf of the Manager, out of the assets of
the Series Trust.

Note § - Agent Member Company Fees

The Agent Member Company iz entitled to receive a fee of 0.01% per annum of the Net Asset Value attributable to the U3
Dollar Class Units, accrued on and calculated as at each Valuation Day and payable quarterly in amrears. The Agent Member
Company Fees will be paid by the Administrator, on behalf of the Manager, out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 9 - Trustee Fees

The Trustee is entitled to receive a fixed annual fee of USD 10,000 per annum payable annually in advance out of the
Operational Costs Fees.

The Trustee is alzo entitled to be reimbursed out of the Operational Costs Fees for all out-of-pocket expenses and disbursements
properly incurred by it in the performance of its duties.

Note 10 - Manager Fees
The Manager is entitled to receive out of the Operational Costs Fees a management fee of USD 5,000 per annum payable

monthly in arrears. For the avoidance of doubt, the Manager may decide in its sole discretion to reduce or waive the payment of
the Manager Fees.

Note 12 - Distributions

The policy in relation to the Series Trust, in respect of the US Dollar Class Units, is not to make distributions in respect of such
clasz of Units to Unitholders but instead to reinvest all the Series Trust's net income and realised capital gains. Accordingly, an
investment in the Series Trust may not be suitable for investors seeking current returns.

For the year ended March 31, 2025, the Series Trust did not distribute any dividend to Unitholders.

Note 13 - Taxation

Under the current laws of the Cayman Islands, there are no income, estate, transfer, sales or other taxes payable by the Series
Trust or withholding taxes applicable to the payment by the Series Trust to the Unitholders or to the payment of net asset value
upon repurchase of Units.

The Trust has received an undertaking from the Cayman Islands Government exempting it from all local income, profits and
capital gaing taxes until December 2, 2063. No such taxes are levied in the Cayman Islands at the present time. The Series Trust
could incur withholding taxes imposed by certain countries on investment income and capital gains. Such income or gain would
be recorded gross of withholding taxes in the Statement of Operations. Withholding taxes would be shown as a separate item in
the Statement of Operations. No withholding tax expense was paid or payable during the vear ended March 31, 2025,

The Selected Fund may choose to mvest in entities domiciled in countries other than Cayman Islands. Many of these foreign
countries have tax laws which indicate that capital gains taxes may be applicable to non-residents including the Selected Fund.
These capital gaing taxes are required to be determined on a self-assessment basis and, therefore, such taxes may not be
deducted by the Selected Fund’s broker on a ‘withholding” basis.

The Series Trust is required to recognize a tax liability when it is probable that the tax laws of foreign countries require a tax
liability to be assessed on the Series Trust’s capital gains sourced from such foreign country, assuming the relevant taxing
authorities have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances. The tax liability iz then measured at the amount expected to
be paid to the relevant taxation authorities using the tax laws and rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the
end of the reporting period. There is sometimes uncertainty about the way enacted tax law is applied to offshore investment
Series Trusts. This creates uncertainty about whether or not a tax liability will ultimately be paid by the Series Trust. Therefore,
when measuring any uncertain tax liabilities management considers all of the relevant facts and circumstances available at the
time which could influence the likelihood of payment, including any formal or informal practices of the relevant tax authorities.

As at March 31, 2025, the Manager has determined that the Series Trust did not have a liability to record for any unrecognized
tax benefit in the financial statements. While this represents the Manager’s best estimate there remains arisk that the foreign tax
authorities will attempt to collect taxes on capital gains eamed by the Series Trust. This could happen without giving prior
warning, possibly on a retrospective basis, and could result in a loss to the Series Trust.

Note 14 - Terms of subscriptions and repurchases

Initial Offering Period

Investors may subscribe for US Dollar Class Units during the Initial Offering Period by sending a completed Application Form
(together with supporting documentation to verify such investor’s identity, as set out in the Application Form and source of
subscription monies) to the Administrator so as to be received by the Administrator by no later than 11.00 a.m. (Luxembourg
time) on the last day of the Initial Offering Period or by such other times and/or days as the Manager may in its sole discretion
determine.

The subscription monies must be remitted in full by telegraphic transfer from an account in the name of the applicant for the
account of the Series Trust for a cash settlement date on the Initial Closing Day. Payment must be made in US Dollars. No third
party payments will be accepted. An incomplete Application Form may, in the discretion of the Manager, be held over to the
first Dealing Day following receipt of a completed Application Form and US Dollar Class Units will then be issued at the
relevant Net Asset Value per Unit on such Dealing Day.

Subsequent Subscriptions

Investors wishing to subscribe for U8 Dollar Class Units on a Dealing Day on or after the Initial Closing Day, must zend a
completed Application Form or a simplified subscription form (as the case may be), for the purchase of US Dollar Class Units
(together with, if not previously provided, supporting documentation to verify the identity of the applicant and source of
subscription monies) to the Administrator so as to be received by the Administrator by no later than 11.00 am. (Luxembourg
time) on the relevant Dealing Day or by such other times and/or days as the Manager may in its sole discretion determine. An
incomplete Application Form may, in the discretion of the Manager, be held over to the first Dealing Day following receipt of a
completed Application Form and Units will then be issued at the relevant Net Asset Value per Unit applicable to such Dealing
Day.

In order to comply with regulations aimed at the prevention of money laundering in any applicable jurisdiction, the
Administrator reserves the right to request such information as it considers necessary i order to process any Repurchase
Notice. The Administrator may refuse to process any Repurchase Notice or delay payment of repurchase proceeds if a
Unitholder submitting Units for repurchase delays in producing or fails to produce any mformation required by the
Administrator or if such refusal is necessary to ensure the compliance by the Trustee or the Administrator with any anti-money
laundering or law in any jurisdiction.

Where a Repurchase Notice is accepted, the Units will be treated as having been repurchased with effect from the relevant
Repurchaze Day irrespective of whether or not such Unitholder has been removed from the Register or the Repurchase Price
has been determined or remitted. Accordingly, from the relevant Repurchasze Day, Unitholders in their capacity as such will not
be entitled to or be capable of exercising any rights arising under the Trust Deed with respect to Units being repurchased
(including any right to receive notice of, attend or vote at any meeting of the Series Trust) save the right to receive the
Repurchase Price and any distribution which has been declared prior to the relevant Repurchase Day but not yet paid (in each
case with respect to the Units being repurchased). Such repurchasing Unitholders will be creditors of the Series Trust with
respect to the Repurchase Price. In an insolvent liquidation, repurchasing Unitholders will rank behind ordinary creditors but
ahead of Unitholders.

Note 15 - Subsequent events

The Trustee has evaluated all subsequent transactions and events through July 31, 2025, the date on which these financial
statements were made available to be issued.

From April 1, 2025 to July 31, 2025, there were subscriptions of units of USD 910,754 and repurchases of units of
USsD 3,375,873.

There are no other subsequent events to report as relates to the Series Trust.

Note 1 - Organisation
The Trust

UBS Universal Trust (Cayman) I (formerly: Credit Suisse Universal Trust (Cayman) II} (the “Trust”) , an open-ended
umbrella unit trust was created and established by a Master Trust Deed dated December 2, 2013 under Cayman Islands law,
made between Elian Trustee (Cayman) Limited (the “Trustee”) and UBS Management (Cayman} Limited (formerly: Credit
Suisse Management {Cayman) Limited) (the “Manager™).

The Trust iz an exempted unit trust under the Trusts Act (as revised) and registered under the Mutual Funds Act (as revised) of
the Cayman Islands and, accordingly, certain filings have been made in relation to the Trust with the Cayman Islands Monetary
Authority.

The Series Trust
US Dynamic Growth (the “Series Trust>) was established by a Supplemental Trust Deed dated August 26, 2021.

The investment objective of the Series Trust is to invest indirectly mainly in equities and equity related securities of US
companies that are listed or traded on exchenges through investment in a concentrated, actively managed portfolio of
companies with significant long-term growth potential.

Such US companies may be selected from the MSCI USA Growth Index {the “Index™) or from outside the Index. In addition,
investment may be made in non-US companies, which will be selected from outside the Index, up to a maximum of 10% of net
assets.

It is expected that the Series Trust will seek to achieve its investment objective by investing substantially all of the assets of the
Series Trust into the I US$ Shares, which is one of the share classes belonging to Class I Shares, of American Century US
Focused Innovation Equity Fund (the “Selected Fund™). The Selected Fund is a sub-fund of Nomura Funds Ireland plc ({the
“Umbrella Fund).

The Umbrella Fund is an open-ended umbrella investment compeany with variable capital incorporated with limited liability in
Ireland under the Ireland Companies Acts, 2014 and established as an Undertaking for Collective Investment in Transferable
Securities (“UCITS™) pursuant to the Furopean Communities (Undertakings for Collective Investment in Transferable
Securities) Regulations, 2011.

Unless previously terminated in accordance with the circumstances et forth in the Master Trust Deed headed the Series Trust
will continue until the Final Repurchase Day. The Final Repurchase Day will be the earlier of 1 December 2163 (150 years
after the date of the Master Trust Deed) and the earliest practicable Repurchase Day following the occurrence of a Compulsory
Repurchazse Event.

A Compulsory Repurchase Event will occur if:

[61] the Net Asset Value on any Valuation Day is USD 3,000,000 or less and, on that Valuation Day or thereafier the
Manager determines all of the Units shall be compulsorily repurchased by giving notice to all Unitholders; or
(ii) the Trustee and the Manager agree that all of the Units should be compulsorily repurchased.

On March 19, 2023, UBS Group AG agreed to acquire Credit Suisse Group AG following intervention by the Swiss Federal
Department of Finance, the Swiss National Bank and the Swiss Financial Market Supervisory Authority (FINMA).

Ag of June 12, 2023, UBS Group AG announced the legal clozing of the acquigition of Credit Suisse Group AG by way of a
statutory merger. Az a result of the clozing, Credit Suisze Group AG ceased to exist, and Credit Suiszse AG became a direct
wholly-owned subsidiary of UBS Group AG. One of the key steps of the integration is the legal merger of UBS AG and Credit
Suisse AG (the “Parent Bank Merger”). The Parent Bank Merger is a statutory merger by absorption under Swiss law, whereby
UBS AG will be the surviving entity and Credit Suisse AG will cease to exist upon completion of the merger. At this point in
time, in principle, all assets, liabilities and contracts of Credit Suisse AG and its branches will automatically transfer to UBS
AG (and its branches as the case may be) by operation of law (in other words by “universal succession™). As aresult, UBS AG
will automatically take over all the rights and responsibilities from Credit Suisse AG. As aresult, UBS AG will automatically
take over all the rights and responsibilities from Credit Suisse AG. The Parent Bank Merger was completed with effect from
May 31, 2024.

The Manager and the Trustee understand that Credit Suisse Intemational as counterparty and will continue to conduct its
operations in the ordinary course.

Note 2 - Significant Accounting Policies

The financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles applicable to investment funds in Luxembourg and include the following significant accounting policies:

INVESTMENTS

The Administrator will calculate the Net Asset Value as at the Valuation Point on each Valuation Day in accordance with the
Administrative Agency Agreement pursuant to instructions from the Trustee or the Manager based on the principles set out in
the Trust Deed.

The latest available valuation of the Selected Fund that are made available to the Administrator, as at the Valuation Point on a
Valuation Day, will be used for the purposes of valuing the Selected Fund. WM Rates as at 4.00 p.m. (London time) will be
uzed for the purposes of valuing assets denominated in non-USD currencies.

Net Asset Values so calculated by the Administrator is:

(a) based upon or by reference to sources, materials and systems on the mark-to-market value of the Selected Fund that the
Administrator believes to be complete, reliable and accurate; and

(b} prepared as of a particular Valuation Day and will not therefore reflect subsequent changes in market values or prices or any
other factors relevant to their determination, unless determined otherwise by the Manager.

INVESTMENT TRANSACTIONS AND INVESTMENT INCOME

Investment transactions are accounted for on the trade date. Interest income is recognized on an accrual basis. Dividends are
recorded on the ex-dividend date. Realizsed gains or losses on investments transactions are determined on the basis of the
average cost of mvestments sold.

CONVERSION OF FOREIGN CURRENCIES

The Series Trust maintains its accounting records in US Dollars (“USD™) and its financial statements are expressed in this
currency. Assets and liabilities expressed in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at applicable exchange rates at
the year-end. Income and expenses in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at appropriate exchange rates ruling at

the date of transaction.

Investment transactions in currencies other than USD are translated into USD at the exchange rate applicable at the transaction
date.

The Series Trust does not isolate the portion of the resulis of operations resulting from changes in foreign exchange rates on
investments from the fluctuations arising from changes in market prices of investments held. Such fluctuations are included
with the net realised and unrealised gain or loss from investments.

FORMATION EXPENSES
Formation expenses are payable by the Administrator on behalf of the Trustee out of the assets of the Series Trust and
amortized over 3 fizcal years.
Note 3 - Fee Agent Fees
The Fee Agent is entitled to receive a fee of 0.12% per armum of the Net Asset Value (the “‘Operational Costs Fees”) accrued

on and calculated az at each Valuation Day. The Operational Costs Fees will be payable by the Administrator, on behalf of the
Trustee, out of the aszets of the Series Trust.

Note 4 - Administration Fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive a fee (the “Administrator Fee”) calculated on a tiered asset basis, according to the size
of the Net Aszet Value, as follows; first USD 500 million at 0.07% per annum of the Net Aszet Value, next USD 500 million at
0.06% per anmum of the Net Asset Value, balance in excess of USD 1 billion at 0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value,
which are accrued on and calculated as at each Valuation Day (subject to a minimum annual fee of USD 45,000), payable
quarterly in arrears, paid by the Trustee out of the assets of the Series Trust.

The initial Administrator Fee that accrues for the period from {(and including) the Initial Closing Day to the last Business Day of
September 2021 was paid to the Administrator on a prorated daily basiz based on the Net Asset Values as at the close of
business in Luxembourg on each Valuation Day during such period.

For the performance of certain specific administrative tasks, such as the issuance of an audit confirmation letter, the preparation
of semi-annual financial statements or the use of accounting principles other than Luxembourg Generally Accepted Accounting
Principles, the Administrator shall also be entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust remuneration for such services
in such amount as may be agreed between the Administrator and the Trustee. The Administrator will also be entitled to be
reimbursed by the Trustee out of the assets of the Series Trust for all out-of-pocket expenses and disbursements reasonably
incurred by it in the performance of its duties.

Note 5 - Custody Fees

The Custodian is entitled to receive a fee (the “Custodian Fee”) of 0.025% per annum of the Net Asset Value accrued on and
calculated as at each Valuation Day, payable quarterly in arrears by the Administrator, on behalf of the Trustee, out of the assets
of the Series Trust, for providing custody services.

The initial Custodian Fee that accrues for the period from (and including) the Initial Closing Day to the last Business Day of
September 2021 was paid to the Custodian on a prorated daily basis based on the Net Asset Values as at the close of business in
Luxembourg on each Valuation Day during such period. The Custodian shall also be reimbursed out of the assets of the Series
Trust for all ancillary fees for all ancillary services (including without limitation the processing of external currency
transactions as notified to the Custodian by the Manager (or its delegate) in accordance with the Series Trust’s investment
objective, policies and restrictions) that may be performed by the Custodian for the account of the Series Trust in such amount
as may be agreed between the Trustee and the Custodian from time to time.

The Custodian is also entitled to receive any other fees agreed between the relevant parties and to be reimbursed out of the
assets of the Series Trust for all out-of-pocket expenses and disbursements properly incurred by it, including the fees and
expenses of all sub-custodians, in the performance of its duties.

Note 6 - Investment Manager Fees

The Investment Manager is entitled to receive a fee of 0.05% per annum of the Net Asset Value accrued on and calculated as at
each Valuation Day and payable quarterly in arrears. The Investment Manager Fees will be paid by the Administrator, on behalf
of the Trustee, out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 7 - Distribution Fees

Each of the Distributors is entitled to receive a fee of 0.70% per annum of the Net Asset Value attributable to the US Dollar
Clags Units accrued on and calculated as at each Valuation Day multiplied by the fraction of Units in issue for which the
Distributor iz Unitholder divided by the total number of US Dollar Clags Units in issue, and payable monthly in arrears
{“Distribution Fees™). The Distribution Fees will be payable by the Administrator, on behalf of the Manager, out of the assets of
the Series Trust.

Note § - Agent Member Company Fees

The Agent Member Company is entitled to receive a fee of 0.01% per annum of the Net Asset Value attributable to the US

Dollar Class Units, accrued on and calculated as at each Valuation Day and payable quarterly in arrears. The Agent Member
Company Fees will be paid by the Administrator, on behalf of the Manager, out of the assets of the Series Trust.

Note 9 - Trustee Fees

The Trustee is entitled to receive a fixed annual fee of USD 10,000 per annum payable annually i advance out of the
Operational Costs Fees.

The Trustee is also entitled to be reimbursed out of the Operational Costs Fees for all out-of-pocket expenses and disbursements
properly incurred by it in the performance of its duties.

Note 10 - Manager Fees

The Manager is entitled to receive out of the Operational Costs Fees a management fee of USD 5,000 per annum payable

monthly in arrears. For the avoidance of doubt, the Manager may decide in its zole discretion to reduce or waive the payment of
the Manager Fees.

Note 12 - Distributions

The policy in relation to the Series Trust, in respect of the US Dollar Class Units, is not to make distributions in respect of such
class of Units to Unitholders but instead to reinvest all the Series Trust's net income and realised capital gaing. Accordingly, an
investment in the Series Trust may not be suitable for investors seeking current returns.

For the year ended March 31, 2024, the Series Trust did not distribute any dividend to Unitholders.

Note 13 - Taxation

Under the current laws of the Cayman Islands, there are no income, estate, transfer, sales or other taxes payable by the Series
Trust or withholding taxes applicable to the payment by the Series Trust to the Unitholders or to the payment of net asset value
upon repurchase of Units.

The Trust has received an undertaking from the Cayman Islands Government exempting it from all local income, profits and
capital gains taxes until December 2, 2063. No such taxes are levied in the Cayman Islands at the present time. The Series Trust
could incur withholding taxes imposed by certain countries on investment income and capital gains. Such income or gain would
be recorded gross of withholding taxes in the Statement of Operations. Withholding taxes would be shown as a separate item in
the Statement of Operations. No withholding tax expense was paid or payable during the vear ended March 31, 2024

The Selected Fund may choose to mvest n entities domiciled in countries other than Cayman Islands. Many of these foreign
countries have tax laws which indicate that capital gains taxes may be applicable to non-residents including the Selected Fund.

These capital gaing taxes are required to be determined on a self-assessment basis and, therefore, such taxes may not be
deducted by the Selected Fund’s broker on a ‘withholding® basis.

Note 13 - Taxation (continued)

The Series Trust is required to recognise a tax liability when it is probable that the tax laws of foreign countries require a tax
liability to be assessed on the Series Trust’s capital gains sourced from such foreign country, assuming the relevant taxing
authorities have full knowledge of all the facts and circumstances. The tax liability is then measured at the amount expected to
be paid to the relevant taxation authorities using the tax laws and rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the
end of the reporting period. There is sometimes uncertainty about the way enacted tax law is applied to offshore investment
Series Trusts. This creates uncertainty about whether or not a tax liability will ultimately be paid by the Series Trust. Therefore,
when measuring any uncertain tax liabilities management considers all of the relevant facts and circumstances available at the
time which could influence the likelihood of payment, including any formal or informal practices of the relevant tax authorities.

Ag at March 31, 2024, the Manager has determined that the Series Trust did not have a liability to record for any unrecognised
tax benefit in the financial statements. While this represents the Manager’s best estimate there remains arisk that the foreign tax
authorities will attempt to collect taxes on capital gains eamed by the Series Trust. This could happen without giving prior
waming, possibly on a retrospective basis, and could result in a loss to the Series Trust.

Note 14 - Terms of subscriptions and repurchases

Initial Offering Period

Investors may subscribe for US Dollar Class Units during the Initial Offering Period by sending a completed Application Form
(together with supporting documentation to verify such investor’s identity, as set out in the Application Form and source of
subscription monies) to the Administrator so as to be received by the Administrator by no later than 11.00 am. (Luxembourg
time) on the last day of the Initial Offering Period or by such other times and/or days as the Manager may in its sole discretion
determine.

The subscription monies must be remitted in full by telegraphic transfer from an account in the name of the applicant for the
account of the Series Trust for a cash settlement date on the Initial Closing Day. Payment must be made in US Dollars. No third
party payments will be accepted. An incomplete Application Form may, in the discretion of the Manager, be held over to the
first Dealing Day following receipt of a completed Application Form and US Dollar Class Units will then be issued at the
relevant Net Asset Value per Unit on such Dealing Day.

Subszequent Subscriptions

Investors wishing to subscribe for US Dollar Class Units on a Dealing Day on or after the Initial Closing Day, must send a
completed Application Form or a simplified subszeription form (as the case may be), for the purchaze of U3 Dollar Class Units
(together with, if’ not previously provided, supporting documentation to verify the identity of the applicant and source of
subscription monies) to the Administrator so as to be received by the Administrator by no later than 11.00 am. (Luxembourg
time) on the relevant Dealing Day or by such other times and/or days as the Manager may in itz sole discretion determine. An
incomplete Application Form may, in the discretion of the Manager, be held over to the first Dealing Day following receipt of a
completed Application Form and Units will then be issued at the relevant Net Asset Value per Unit applicable to such Dealing
Day.

The subscription monies must be remitted in full by telegraphic transter from an account in the name of the applicant for the
account of the Series Trust for a cash settlement date on or before the date three Business Days from and excluding the relevant
Dealing Day. Payment must be made in US Dollars. No third party pavments will be accepted.

Repurchases

A Unitholder may make a repurchasze request to the Administrator on each Repurchase Day in respect of Units of a class of
Units for which subscription proceeds have been received by the Administrator. In order to make a repurchase request, a
Unitholder, must submit a completed repurchase notice (the “Repurchase Notice™) to the Administrator by facsimile to the
facsimile number specified in the Repurchase Notice (notwithstanding, the Administrator may provide altemative method{(s) to
such submission.) specifying the number of Units and the relevant class of Units to be repurchased so as to be received by the
Administrator by no later than 11.00 am. (Luxembourg time) on the relevant Repurchase Day, or by such other time and/or
days as the Manager may, in its sole discretion, determine {the *“Repurchase Notice Deadline™).

The repurchase price per Unit will be calculated as the Net Asset Value per Unit as at the relevant Repurchase Day (or if that
Repurchaze Day iz not also a Valuation Day then on the immediately preceding Valuation Day) (the “Repurchase Price™).

The Repurchase Notice once served is irrevocable, unless the Manager, after consultation with the Trustee, determines
otherwize. The Manager may, in its sole dizcretion, hold over any Repurchase Notice received after the Repurchase Notice
Deadline until the next following Repurchase Day and repurchase the relevant Units at the relevant Repurchase Price on that
Repurchase Day.

Upon receipt of a Repurchase Notice by the Repurchase Notice Deadline, and save as described below, the relevant Units will
be repurchased at the Repurchase Price. The minimum number of Units that may be the subject of a repurchase request by a
Unitholder on any Repurchase Day is 1 Unit and thereafter in 1 Unit increments, unless the Manager determines otherwise.

In order to comply with regulations aimed at the prevention of money laundering in any applicable jurisdiction, the
Administrator reserves the right to request such information as it considers necessary i order to process any Repurchase
Notice. The Administrator may refuse to process any Repurchase Notice or delay payment of repurchase proceeds if a
Unitholder submitting Units for repurchase delays in producing or fails to produce any information required by the
Administrator or if such refusal is necessary to ensure the compliance by the Trustee or the Administrator with any anti-money
laundering or law in any jurizdiction.

Where a Repurchase Notice is accepted, the Units will be treated as having been repurchased with effect from the relevant
Repurchase Day itrespective of whether or not such Unitholder has been removed from the Register or the Repurchase Price
has been determined or remitted. Accordingly, from the relevant Repurchase Day, Unitholders in their capacity as such will not
be entitled to or be capable of exercising any rights arising under the Trust Deed with respect to Units being repurchased
(including any right to receive notice of, attend or vote at any meeting of the Series Trust) save the right to receive the
Repurchase Price and any distribution which has been declared prior to the relevant Repurchase Day but not yet paid (in each
case with respect to the Units being repurchased). Such repurchasing Unitholders will be creditors of the Series Trust with
respect to the Repurchase Price. In an inzolvent liquidation, repurchasing Unitholders will rank behind ordinary creditors but
ahead of Unitholders.

Note 15 - Subsequent events

The Trustee has evaluated all subsequent transactions and events through August 23, 2024, the date on which these financial
statements were made available to be issued.

From April 1, 2024 to August 23, 2024, there were subscriptions of units of USD 1,369408 and repurchases of units of
TUSD 8,879,944,

There are no other subgequent events to report as relates to the Series Trust.

CORPORATE INFORMATION

UBS Management (Cayman) Limited (the “Company’) was incorporated in the Cayman
Islands on 4 January 2000 as an exempted company with limited liability under the
Companies Act, Cap.22 of the Cayman Islands. The Company's registered office is Maples
Corporate Services Limited, P.O. Box 309, Ugland House, Grand Cayman KY1-1104,
Cayman Islands.

The Company's principal activities are the creation of trusts and the administration and
management of assets in trusts.

On 12 June 2023, UBS Group AG acquired Credit Suisse Group AG, succeeding by
operation of Swiss law to all assets and liabilities of Credit Suisse Group AG, and became
the direct or indirect shareholder of all of the former direct and indirect subsidiaries of Credit
Suisse Group AG (the “Transaction”). The Company was one of the indirect subsidiaries of
Credit Suisse Group AG included in this Transaction.

Upon the completion of the Transaction, each outstanding, registered Credit Suisse share
converted to the right to receive, subject to the payment of certain fees to the Credit Suisse
depository in the case of Credit Suisse American depository shares, the merger
consideration consisting of 1/22.48 UBS Group AG shares. In aggregate, Credit Suisse
shareholders received 5.1% of the outstanding UBS Group AG shares on the acquisition
date, with a purchase price of USD3.7 hillion.

In December 2023, the Board of Directors of UBS Group AG approved the merger of UBS
AG and Credit Suisse AG, and both entities entered into a definitive merger agreement. The
merger is completed on 31 May 2024,

On 1 March 2024, the Board of Directors has approved to change the name from Credit
Suisse Management (Cayman) Limited) to UBS Management (Cayman) Limited.

The ultimate holding company is UBS Group AG, a company incorporated in Switzerland.
The directors regarded Credit Suisse (Hong Kong) Limited as the immediate holding
company and UBS AG as the intermediate holding company.

BASIS OF PREPARATION

These financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with I[FRS
Accounting Standards issued by International Accounting Standards Board ((IASB”). These
financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for financial assets
and liabilities held at fair value through profit or loss, which have been measured at fair value.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with IFRS Accounting Standards
requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the
application of policies and reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expenses. The
estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and various other
factors that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances, the results of which form
the basis of making the judgements about carrying values of assets and liabilities that are
not readily apparent from other sources. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

These financial statements are presented in United States Dallars (*USD™) and all values are
rounded to the nearest USD, except where otherwise indicated.

The statement of financial position presents assets and liabilities in order of liquidity and does
not distinguish between current and non-current items.

Certain prior period comparative figures are reclassified to conform with current year
presentation.

CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND DISCLOSURES

The accounting principles adopted in the current period are consistent with those of the prior
year. There are no cther standards, interpretations or amendments to existing standards that
are effective for the current financial period that have a material impact on the Company.

ISSUED BUT NOT YET EFFECTIVE IFRS ACCOUNTING STANDARDS

The Company has not early applied any of the new and revised IFRS Accounting Standards
that have been issued but are not yet effective for the accounting year ended 31 December
2024 in these financial statements. Among the new and revised IFRS Accounting Standards,
the following is expected to be relevant to the Company's financial statements upon
becoming effective:

IFRS 18 Presentation and Discfosure in Financial Statements

In April 2024, the 1ASB issued IFRS 18, which replaces IAS 1 FPresentation of Financial
Statements. IFRS 18 introduces new requirements for presentation within the statement of
profit or loss, including specified totals and subtotals. Furthermore, entities are required to
classify all income and expenses within the statement of profit or loss into one of five
categories: operating, investing, financing, income taxes and discontinued operations,
whereof the first three are new.

It also requires disclosure of newly defined management-defined performance measures,
subtotals of income and expenses, and includes new requirements for aggregation and
disaggregation of financial information based on the identified ‘roles’ of the primary financial
statements (PFS) and the notes.

In addition, narrow-scope amendments have been made to |IAS 7 Statement of Cash Flows,
which include changing the starting point for determining cash flows from operations under
the indirect method, from ‘profit or loss’ to ‘operating profit or loss’ and removing the
optionality around classification of cash flows from dividends and interest. In addition, there
are consequential amendments to several other standards. IFRS 18, and the amendments
tothe other standards, is effective for reporting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2027,
but earlier application is permitted and must be disclosed.

In August 2023, the IASB issued amendments to |IAS 21 The Effects of Changes in Foreign
Exchange Rates to specify how an entity should assess whether a currency is exchangeable
and how it should determine a spot exchange rate when exchangeability is lacking. The
amendments also require disclosure of information that enables users of its financial
statements to understand how the currency not being exchangeable into the other currency
affects, or is expected to affect, the entity’s financial performance, financial position and cash
flows.

« The Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from the asset or has
assumed an obligation to pay the received cash flows in full without material delay to a
third party under a "pass through" arrangement and either (a) the Company has
transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, or (b) the Company has
neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, but
has transferred control of the asset.

When the Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from an asset or has
entered into a "pass-through" arrangement, and has neither transferred nor retained
substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset nor transferred control of the asset,
the asset is recognised to the extent of the Company's continuing involvement in the
asset. In that case, the Company also recognises an associated liability. The transferred
asset and the associated liability are measured on a basis that reflects the rights and
obligations that the Company has retained.

Impairment of financial assets
The Company holds only short-term receivables with no financing component and which

have maturities of less than 12 months at amortised cost and, as such, has chosen to apply
an approach similar to the simplified approach for expected credit losses ("ECL") under IFRS
9 to all its receivables. Therefore, the Company does not track changes in credit risk, but
instead, recognises a loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each reporting date.

The Company's approach to ECLs reflects a probability-weighted ocutcome, the time value of
money and reasonable and supportable information that is available without undue cost or
effort at the reporting date about past events, current conditions and forecasts of future
economic conditions.

The Company uses the provision matrix as a practical expedient to measuring ECLs on
receivables, based on days past due for groupings of receivables with similar loss patterns.
Receivables are grouped based on their nature. The provision matrix is based on historical
observed loss rates over the expected life of the receivables and is adjusted for forward-
locking estimates.

Fair value measurement
The Company measures its investment in financial instruments at fair value at each reporting
date.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in
an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date.

The fair value measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction to sell the asset
or transfer the liability takes place either in the principal market for the asset or liability, or in
the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability.
The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible tothe Company.

The fair value for financial instruments traded in active markets at the reporting date is based
on their market quoted price within the bidfask price or broker quotations which could be
indicative prices, without any deduction for transaction costs. Securities defined in these
accounts as ‘listed' are traded in an active market.

For all other financial instruments not traded in an active market, the fair value is determined
by using valuation techniques deemed to be appropriate in the circumstances. Valuation

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

The Company's investing activities expose it to various types of risk that are associated with
the financial instruments and markets in which it invests. The most important types of
financial risk to which the Company is exposed are market risk, credit and counterparty risk
and liquidity risk. Market risk includes foreign currency risk and interest rate risk. The
directors oversee the management of these risks.

The nature and extent of the financial instruments cutstanding at the end of reporting pericd
and the risk management policies employed by the Company are discussed below.

Market risk

Market risk is the risk of loss arising from uncertainty concerning movements in market
prices and rates, including observable variables such as interest rates, credit spreads,
exchange rates, and others that may be only indirectly observable such as volatilties
and correlations. Market risk includes such factors as changes in economic
environment, consumption pattern and investors' expectation etc. which may have
significant impact on the value of the investments. Market movement may therefore
result in substantial fluctuation in the financial position of the Company.

Foreign currency risk

The Company is exposed to foreign currency risk primarily through certain transactions
which give rise to payables that are denominated in Hong Kong dollars. Since the Hong
Kong Dollars is pegged to the USD, the Company's exposure to foreign currency risk
in respect of the invoices and expenses denominated in USD is considered to be
minimal.

Interest rate risk

The Company is exposed to interest rate risk only to the extent that it earns bank
interest on cash at bank. At 31 December 2024 and 2023, a change in interest rates
would have no direct material effect on the carrying value of the recognised assets or
liabilities of the Company.

Credit and counterparty risk

Credit and counterparty risk is the risk of loss resulting from client or counterparty
default and arises on credit exposure in all forms, including settlement risk. The
Company's credit and counterparty risk is primarily attributable to cash and cash
equivalents and amounts due from related companies. The Company's management
regularly monitors the credit and counterparty risk of all the financial assets. It is
considered that they are not past due or impaired for each of the reporting dates under
review. None of the Company's financial assets are secured by collateral or other credit
enhancements.

The directors considered the credit and counterparty risk as minimal since the
Company's clients are the Company's related companies.

Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Company will encounter difficulty in raising funds to
meet commitments associated with financial liabilities.
